Sleep

Common sense dictates that the more we practice something, the
better we should be at it- but even though we do it an average of seven
and a half hours each night, we’re still terrible at one thing most of us
can’t get enough of: sleeping. According to Cornell University Professor
of Psychology Dr. James Maas, most teens become “walking zombies”
due to the effects of sleep deprivation, at least for the first few hours in
the morning. Anyone who’s had to suffer through an early-morning sleep
haze after a long night can attest to the truth of that statement, and it’s one
of the great enigmas of sleep that we’re still waiting on science to solve.

Why, exactly, do we sleep? Extensive
research on the subject has proved surprisingly
inconclusive, and so far the experts say the only
concrete reason we need to sleep is, well, because
we get sleepy. But recharging the batteries isn’t
all cut-and dry. Scientists from the University
of Pennsylvania have isolated a sleep gene,
DQB1*0602. The gene is present in an estimated
25% of the population, and indications are that it
causes long-term fatigue and sleepiness in people
who have gotten a full night’s rest. Others, on the other hand, can feel fine after
just a few hours’ worth of slumber; it’s thanks to a different gene, ABCC9,
according to German researchers in the journal Molecular Psychology.

A large part of this variance, however, can be explained by factors
we’ve conditioned into ourselves since the invention of artificial light.
Melatonin, the sleepy-chemical, is naturally released into the bloodstream
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ing, “How are they going to get a
pot, clock, candlestick, wardrobe,
feather duster and beast on the
stage?”

and physical health as adolescents. We’ve got to pretend it’s 1776
up in here! It’s not that hard; turn off all artificial lights as dusk hits,
and fall asleep naturally, just as was done before artificial light was
everywhere. Between then and now, we’ve forgotten a thing or two about
the right way to sleep.
