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AP Capstone is a new program from the College Board that allows
students to earn an AP Capstone Diploma by successfully taking the
two AP Capstone Courses, AP Seminar and AP Research, and four
other AP courses in any discipline.

The two AP Capstone courses are focused on skill, not content. The
critical skills that students focus on is in research, argumentation and
communication.

The first course, AP Seminar, is taken as students English 10 Pre-AP
experience in the tenth grade.

The second course, AP Research, Is a stand alone course that students
take after successfully completing AP Seminar.

Currently there are only 136 schools in the country that offer AP
Capstone. It is expected that there are an additional 260 schools
adding the program in the 2016-17 school year.
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Themes are chosen that
allow for deep
exploration based upon:

e student interests
* local and civic issues
* global topics

* concepts from other AP
courses
